Read Hosea 9. Discuss Hosea 9:10-17. What word pictures are given in this 

section, and what do they mean?

Read 1 Tim. 2:5. Discuss the comfort that comes to you, knowing that Jesus is 

your mediator and praying for you.   

~Friday, Feb. 16~ 

Read Hosea 9. Discuss the consequences of the sin of God’s people as given in 

this chapter. Discuss the eternal consequence that will come to all those who reject 

Christ.  

~Saturday, Feb. 17~ 

Read 1 Tim. 2:5. Discuss the different ways that Jesus is your mediator. Extra:
